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Animal and Plant Biotechnology
State Level Course Development Proposal
Animal and Plant Biotechnology (APB) has been chosen as the fourth CASE course to develop due to the industry needs related to biotechnology subject knowledge and skills and the inclusion of applied science and mathematics associated with biotechnology. APB is an essential course to complete the CASE Program of Study for the animal and plant pathways and incorporate STEM initiatives into agricultural education.

In light of delays for grant funding and corporate sponsorships for the 2010 course development of CASE pathways, CASE is asking states for public funding. State contributions will be used to pay for the development of the specialization course and encourage local teacher participation in CASE related to animal and plant biotechnology. State contributions will be combined with corporate and National Science Foundation (NSF) funded projects in order to begin the writing process of the fourth CASE course.
AgrowKnowledge, a leader in agriculture curriculum and post-secondary transitions for AFNR pathways, will be collaborating with CASE on the development of this new course. NSF funding was utilized to develop biotechnology materials that AgrowKnowledge has offered CASE. This collaboration between CASE and various partners will help to foster seamless transitions for students between secondary and post-secondary agricultural education.
The benefits to contributing states are the following:

· Each state their participating AFNR teacher(s) will be credited as development partners in the creation of the Animal and Plant Biotechnology course
· Secondary teachers and affiliate professors from funding states will be allowed to participate in the field test of the new course
· Teachers from funding states will become Lead Teachers the first year of implementation
· Participants from the funding states will have the opportunity to contribute as compensated writers of the course

Unlike previous CASE funding proposals made to states, contributions to fund the development of Animal and Plant Biotechnology will have specific benefits outlined based on contribution level. Please review the contribution schedule defined in 
Table 1 for more information.

* CASE will only cover the costs of on-site training excluding travel. On-site training includes CASE administration fee, participant lodging, participant meals, supplies, and other institute materials. The state can choose which CASE Institute to send participants to.
The expected start date for the development of Animal and Plant Biotechnology is officially June 1, 2010. However, CASE staff will begin preliminary planning and development in April 2010 if prospective partnerships are expressed. The commitment of state contributions must be delivered to CASE either by the end of the 2009-2010 fiscal year (before June 30, 2010) or at the beginning of the 2010-2011 fiscal year (July 2010). All contributions must be paid in full by September 1, 2010.
