· Registration is online – go to www.case4learning.org 

· Registration is now open – if an institute does not have 16 registrants by April 1st, that institute may be cancelled. Registration will remain open at sites until seats are full or one week prior to the starting date.

· Cost – original funding states receive a $250 discount
· Application process is two steps.
· Complete a School District Agreement

· Complete online registration for specific institute

2. Costs of CASE

· Costs are hard to determine as one price tag does not fit all.
· Equipment and supply needs vary by school based on current equipment inventory.

· Complete a Equipment and Supply Inventory to determine your needs.
3. Purchasing equipment and supplies for CASE course implementation

· CASE has developed vendor agreements to supply products at reduced rates and/or specially packaged materials for CASE labs.

· Recommended vendors are not required, but provided to reduce work for teachers.

4. Introduction to AFNR Course Development Status

· Course development is nearing completion, anticipated finish date 2/1/10.
· 2 field-test institutes this summer (Cathage, MO & TBD)
· Course description and course concepts are available online.
· Application to field test will be available soon (early February)

· Priority given to current CASE schools, then funding states, then open application.

5. CASE partnership proposal for the course development of Animal and Plant Biotechnology
· First specialization course in CASE pathways

· Partner with Agroknowledge for development

· Need funding partners to hire writer and begin development process

· Funding proposals are available on the website

· With no additional funding, course development will be delayed one year

6. Articulation credit for CASE course completers

· Provide college credit to students who successfully complete a CASE course or courses.
· Schools and states are encouraged to develop partnership models with community colleges. 

· Standards alignment matrices are available online to demonstrate standards taught in each course.

7. CASE assessment RFP Update
· Proposal going out soon to develop a reliable, validated test based on the instruction students receive on standards.
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
